Mathematics (Number)
In our Mastering Number Sessions we will explore composition of numbers within and beyond 5. 

We will begin to identify when two sets are equal or unequal. 

We will connect two equal groups to doubles. 

We will connect quantities to numerals.

We will continue to develop subitising skills within and beyond 5


Mathematics (Shape, Space and Measures)
We will compose and decompose shapes to recognise a shape can have other shapes within it.

We will learn to order the days of the week.
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We will measure height using cubes.

We will measure time and o’clock.

We will recognise 10p.



Understanding the World
We will be learning about the different jobs that people do.
We will be taking a walk to visit the Post Office and the vet surgery in Charlton Kings and learning how to be safe when walking near roads.
We will be observing seasonal changes and talking about the winter.

We will be learning where our families come from and finding those place on a globe and a map.
We will continue to learn about our school environment by exploring and playing in Forest School.

Expressive Arts and Design
We will be having lots of opportunities to create our own artwork using the materials in the classroom

We will be using our paint dispensers to mix our own paint and choose which colours we want to paint with.

We will be threading puppets and performing a puppet show to each other.
 
We will be creating some group art outside and in Forest School.

We will be designing uniforms for the uniformed services and painting with fluorescent paint.

Music
We will be exploring singing at different speeds and pitch to create moods and feelings
We will be learning to how to hold and play an instrument with care
We will be listening to music and responding by using hand and whole-body movements
We will investigate a variety of ways to create sound with different instruments.

Personal, Social and Emotional
We will be learning to recognise and show our emotions and understand emotions in others. 
We will be learning what causes different emotions in people.
We will be recognising how we feel when things change.
We will be exploring simple ways to make ourselves feel better.
We will be learning how we can help to make other people feel better.




Physical Development (Gross Motor)
We will create short sequences using shapes, balances and travelling actions
 
We will learn to use the apparatus safely especially when balancing.
 
We will learn the basic jumps and practice jumping and landing safely from a height.

We will develop rocking and rolling

We will explore traveling around, over and through apparatus.

We will create short sequences linking actions together on the floor and using apparatus.

Physical Development (Fine Motor)
We will learn to use a tripod grip when using mark making tools.

We will learn to hold scissors correctly and cut along a curved line.
 
We will be threading small beads and using small pegs.
 
We will be learning to write taught letters using correct formation and learning to write our names.
